Do you remember the 2000 Presidential Election?  Do you recall the “hanging chads” of Florida?  Did you know that only 537 votes (out of 5.9 million) separated George W. Bush and Al Gore in Florida? So… do you still think your vote is insignificant?  Think again – it is not.  

Your vote is important!
Now, let’s bring this to the deckplate.  You are here overseas, fulfilling your military duty with Honor, Courage, and Commitment.  You would like to vote absentee ballot, but don’t know how to get started.  Now it’s made easy:  just point and click, print the ballot request form, fill it out, and mail it in.  Soon, you will receive an absentee ballot in the mail.  Then, just cast your vote and mail the ballot back.  That’s it!

Although it’s easy don’t wait!  The recommended deadlines for overseas military members are:
· Request Ballot from Elections Officials by: 15 Aug 04 
· Mail voted Ballot back to Election Officials by: 15 Oct 04
